Amphibious Operations:  This school provides the cadet with a general overview and experience onboard the Landing Craft Mechanized, Mark - 8, (LCM-8) as well as other varied amphibious craft and vehicles such as the LARC-V (Lighter Amphibious Recovery Cargo).  The course involves both classroom and afloat time, and teaches the cadet the engineering and maintenance aspects of these craft, their safe operation both afloat and moving ashore. The cadets will gain skill in the surf, reading an assault beach as well as the planning and execution of an amphibious operation.
     The class has a final project where the cadets will plan and execute their own amphibious action.  There will also be several opportunities to assist other Combined Training Command schools with requested boat services for their 'afloat' program needs.  These could include a Scuba School, and Navy League cadet basic and advanced orientation.
     There is a prerequisite for this training.  A cadet should have participated in some sort of small craft training afloat, such as with the US Coast Guard, a port operations course, or completed a state mandated boating safety course.  This is due to the advanced nature of this training afloat.  The cadet will in fact be operating these craft themselves under instructor supervision later in the course, as well as moving in and out of the surf.  And while most times, Lake Erie surf is no threat, there is always the unknown in maritime operations, and this is no place for a beginner or novice boater.
