 
 Marine Engineering and Repair:  This school is designed to provide the cadet with an overview and insight into the arts and industry of marine maintenance and repair.  Be it that you re looking out of curiosity, considering a future as a marine engineer, marina owner, manager or laborer, or just as a future hobby restoring old boats.  This school will help you see what is actually involved, and it is much more than 'your fathers marine repair ideas'. 
     You will be exposed to and provided the understanding of the various systems in a vessel or craft, and how they all have to work to make it do its job.  Mechanical, electrical, plumbing, woodworking, metal working, and repair, electronics and more.  The difference between various paint formula's, fiberglass resin formula's, engine oils and lubrications, surface preparations such as sanding scaling, sand blasting and more.  You will get first hand experience on the tools required to do the job.  Then you will be allowed to do it yourself under instructor supervision.  You will be given the basics of marine surveying, and allowed to conduct a 'survey' on this years’ project vessel.  You and your shipmates will then compile a project list, organize and prioritize it, make materials lists and then complete the work on the vessel as a graduation project.
     You will spend class time wisely, shop time industriously and field time enjoyably, be it on a tour of a commercial facility, time afloat on a vessel learning and observing its operations etc.  It will be an experience, and in that this is the first year of this school, it will be an experience for your instructors as well.  You will be making Sea Cadet history, and all cadets to attend after you will follow in your footsteps, learning what you helped to create this year.
     Your going to set the "bar" as it were for those who follow, make it a high one.  This is the material a career can be made from.
