Maritime Operations:  This school will provide a basic general overview of port and harbor operations to the cadet as well as vessel operations maintenance and safety.  It consists of both classroom and field experience on several vessel types such as a harbor tug, landing craft and others.  Areas of instruction include Rules of the Road, weather for the mariner, marlinspike seamanship, deck seamanship, safety and communications as well as towing operations.  Hands on experience with the maintenance, operation, navigation and handling of these vessels.  This school also takes the cadet into the marine community for field trips to commercial maritime operations such as towing companies, commercial ferry boat companies etc, to observe first hand how this work is accomplished, how the current maritime security initiative from the Department of Homeland Security effects them.
     Successful completion of this training provides the cadet with basic general maritime experience and knowledge as well as completion of a state mandated boating safety course as well.  This then secures two appurtenances for the cadet’s year ribbon-- the propeller as well as the anchor.  It is also one of several possible prerequisites for the amphibious operations course.
