This may be the first time that your child has been away from home, other than to stay with family.  I’d like to reassure you that we work hard at making sure each and every young person who attends the Mid West Combined Training Center has a valuable learning experience while having great fun.
I ‘d ask that you also read the letter posted by the Commanding Officer of the CTC LCDR Lukasiewicz as it outlines travel, safety and other important information.

Both the orientation and the advanced courses will have a graduation ceremony on the final day of their training.  I would encourage you to attend, bring family and friends, take pictures and swell with pride as you watch your child graduate from a challenging week.  

Our aim is to have an action packed week in which there is little or no time to think of home and miss family too much.  Cadets are not allowed cell phones and will not be able to call you during the week.  Ensure that they bring ONLY what is on the sea bag list.  Electronic devices of any sort will be taken away – so leaving them at home is the best advice.

You will notice from reviewing the sea lag list that there is a requirement for cadets to bring three postcards addressed to home.  Cadets will be asked to write one each on each of the first three days – beyond that there’s a danger that they will arrive home before the post card does!  

In return if you would like to write I would like to suggest that you do so before they get to camp, bring the letters and leave them as you check in.  The training team will ensure that there is a collect box marked League Cadet Letters.   We will pass on these letters during mail call which we’ll hold three times – Tuesday, Thursday and Friday.  Please mark your letters with the day you would like them given.
Please, please let us know if your child had problems reading, as we can arrange help for them during the tests they have throughout the week.  Also ensure that your child arrives with their eye glasses if they wear them, and any medications that need to be administered while they are at CTC.  I  
NB.  Medications must be prior listed on the child medical form.
