RTC PARENTS…WELCOME ABOARD

Congratulations on your cadet's decision to attend Recruit Training Command (RTC). During the two weeks here, he or she will make many friends, grow in confidence and self-esteem, and better understand our cadet program and the military lifestyle.

As a parent, you are vital in helping your cadet achieve success. Be sure you read the “All Hands” letter from the Commanding Officer of CTC posted on this website. There is specific information included there that will be important for you to know and understand, including medical requirements and limitations.

PLEASE be sure that your cadet has all the items listed on the seabag list, and nothing else. Check all of your cadet's belongings to make sure that everything is marked with the cadet's name and last 4 digits of the SSN. If your cadet is missing an item from their seabag, they will not be processed until you obtain that item and deliver it to your cadet’s staff representation.

Cell phones and other electronic items are not permitted and if found will be confiscated until the end of Recruit Training. If your cadet is travelling alone or with an adult other than yourself and you wish for them to carry a cell phone, please encourage them to turn it in to their staff representative as soon as they check in. It will be tagged and held in a secure place until it is returned at the end of RTC. Possession of a cell phone at RTC is grounds for dismissal.

Recruits will report no earlier than 0900 (9:00 am) and no later than 1400 (2:00 pm) on Sunday, 20 JUN 10. Once your cadet begins checking-in, you will not see your son or daughter again until graduation. Be sure to say your goodbyes at the door. A place will be provided for you to wait, and you must remain until your cadet has been completely processed and accepted. We will make every attempt to process cadets as quickly as possible, but please be patient. A member of staff will notify you when your cadet is finished checking-in and you may leave.

Having left a young son at “Bootcamp” myself, I know it may be difficult to leave your cadet at training, but you will be extremely proud when you come for graduation and see your cadet march onto the field. Your cadet will most likely be somewhat nervous or unsure, and you can best help by remaining calm and confident. Please write to your cadet while they are with us. A positive letter from home really means a great deal to them.
