NSCC RECRUITS…WELCOME ABOARD

Congratulations on your decision to attend Recruit Training Command (RTC). During your two weeks here you will make many friends, grow in confidence and self-esteem, and better understand our cadet program and the military lifestyle. This is a serious training evolution based on the United States Navy RTC. Come with a positive attitude and be ready to work.

Be sure you read the “All Hands” letter from the Commanding Officer of CTC posted on this website. There is specific information included there that will be important for you to know and understand, including medical requirements and limitations.
You MUST have all the items listed on the seabag list, and nothing else:

Use only the seabag list posted on this website dated 2010. Check all of your belongings to make sure that everything is marked with your name and last 4 digits of your SSN. If you are missing any item from your seabag, you will not be processed until your parents obtain that item and deliver it to your Recruit Division Officer. Do Not waste our time or that of your parents. Get this right!
Cell phones and other electronic items are not permitted and if found will be confiscated until the end of Recruit Training or until you are sent home. Possession of a cell phone at RTC is grounds for dismissal.

Recruits will report no earlier than 0900 (9:00 am) and no later than 1400 (2:00 pm) on Sunday, 20 JUN 10. There will be no lunch provided so bring a sack lunch or eat before you arrive. Uniform for arrival is Utilities (Dungarees).

As stated before this is a tough training but you can make it much easier by doing the following:

· Start physical conditioning NOW. You will be required to pass the PRT before you can graduate. It’s tough going from “couch potato” to “super star” in two weeks.

· Start hydrating NOW. If you normally drink sugary soft drinks, caffeine or energy drinks, stop. Drink water or juice, and plenty of it.

· Learn your General Orders. Your CO can get them for you.

· Break in your dress shoes and tennis shoes NOW. New shoes will cause you much discomfort. You will be marching and walking a great deal.

· Keep your eyes and ears open at RTC, and your mouth closed. You are there to learn.

Once again, Welcome to Recruit Training Command. Right now you don’t realize how proud you will be on Graduation Day. But let me assure you that like the thousands of cadets that have gone before you, YOU will walk taller, hold your head higher and smile wider than you ever have before.
