RTC STAFF CADETS…WELCOME ABOARD

Thank you for stepping up to one of the toughest jobs in the Sea Cadets. RTC is an important element of a new cadet’s career and you will be a vital part of shaping these fine young people.

You will use the same seabag list as the recruit cadets. In addition you will be authorized to wear Summer Whites instead of Dress Whites. You can also bring “civies” for your liberty day. You will be berthing near the recruit cadets so electronic items such as CD players, MP3 players, cell phones, etc. will not be allowed for any cadet. If you bring a cell phone you can turn it in to the CO’s office and request to use it anytime (in that office only). If you have any special needs for exceptions to this rule, make sure that you contact LT. Moeller as soon as possible.

During this training, you will have plenty of responsibility and work. You will be the liaison between the officers and the recruit cadets. This is an important position. You must always remember that you are serving as role models for the recruit cadets.

Be sure you read the “All Hands” letter from COCTC. It has a lot of general information you need to know. I would also suggest you brush-up on your military drill and marching. The Marine Corps Drill Manual will be posted on this web site for your reference.

Staff cadets are to report between 1000 and 1100 on Saturday 19 JUN 2010. The uniform for reporting is Utilities (Dungarees). All staff cadets will be expected to stay on Graduation Day until everything is packed up and the buildings are released to the Army. Staff cadets who leave early without permission will not be authorized any ribbons other than the obligatory SCR. If you have any questions or problems, contact LT.
