1. As the CO of the Medical school, please allow me to extend to you a warm welcome.  The Medical school has been a part of CTC Midwest since 2006, and numerous graduates have gone on to successful careers in the medical field, all starting with the training they received right here at Camp Perry.

2. Cadet Training at Camp Perry, Ohio is the premier, and singularly inclusive, training site in the nation.  I am sure all will find this training to be both challenging and rewarding. 
3. ARRIVAL:  Cadets for all commands (including MEDICAL) may begin arriving on Sunday 20 June 2010 at 0900, and must be in the command (arrived) by 1400.   No cadets will be checked in prior to these dates and times.   
4. GRADUATION:  All cadets in MEDICAL WILL GRADUATE SATURDAY 03 JULY 2010 AT 1300.

5. CHECK-IN:    It is suggested that you ensure that your cadets are fed prior to arrival at the check-in site or bring a bag lunch. Lunch will not be provided to any cadets on check-in day. 

6. Airline Schedule information: 
If your cadets are arriving by air, we will provide shuttle pick-up at CLEVELAND, Ohio’s Cleveland-Hopkins Airport  ONLY. 


7. Cadet Departure: 
ALL CADETS:   Staff Cadets and all school cadets will depart after divisional and HQ clean up (no exceptions), on Saturday 03 July 2010.     PLEASE see the “all hands” letter about transportation etc at www.nscc-ctc.org
8. Uniforms: 
The following information pertains to check-in and Check-out only. Full seabag lists are posted on the Command's website, under Training opportunities, MEDICAL.

STAFF: (CPO and above):  Service Khaki  w/ribbons

•Graduation / Departure: 

NSCC Recruits/Cadets: Service Dress Whites 
Staff: E-7 and above: Summer Whites 

9 Sea Bag Inspection: 
ALL sea bags will be inspected immediately upon arrival at CTC Midwest.  If any CADETS are missing required uniform – clothing items – equipment, the parent or escort will have to purchase those items before the cadet can be checked in. 

10 Check the sea bag list and sea bag before you arrive. The ONLY required sea bag list is the one posted on our Website   www.nscc-ctc.org dated “2010”.   DO NOT refer to any other sea bag list, do not refer to any list provided by your unit, or any other source unless is is clearly marked CTC Midwest/(school) 2010.     …
